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The Indian government has taken several steps to address plastic waste. This includes bans on

certain types of plastic and initiatives promoting recycling. However, there are challenges in

enforcing these policies effectively.One of the most significant steps taken by the government

is the implementation of the Plastic Waste Management Rules, which aim to reduce the use

of single-use plastic and promote the use of alternative materials.The rules require

manufacturers to take responsibility for the collection and disposal of plastic waste and

encourage the use of eco-friendly packaging materials.Another measure taken by the

government is the Swachh Bharat Abhiyan, a nationwide campaign launched in 2014 to

improve cleanliness and sanitation in India.As part of this campaign, the government has set

up various initiatives to increase the collection and segregation of plastic waste, such as door-

to-door collection, community bins, and plastic waste collection centres.

The title of the awareness programme was" Go

green- Say no to plastics".
